There is a lot of confusion about recoding media  Below is a brief summary of the types of media used in the TV industry. If you are unsure which media to use check with the camera supplier. Also check that the media will work with the post production system.

This can use both the large and small tape shells. The domestic DV tape will work as well but will have a shorter record time. The domestic tape is of  lower quality then the professional tape.
